If you wish to take a drive after leaving the Revolution, there will be cruise route maps available that will take you through some of the local counties twisting and winding back roads. 

Valley Forge National Historic Park is located in Valley Forge, Pa., approximately 30 miles northwest of Philadelphia.  The Cobra Revolution will be held in the “Wayne’s’ Woods” parking area of the park.  This area provides a very large parking lot where all Cobras can be parked in a safe and organized fashion.  Also on site are plenty of picnic benches, trees for shade, a large open field, soda vending machines, and public restrooms.
